In an original story that picks up where the award-winning Disney/Pixar movie The Incredibles left off, Disney On Ice presents a Disneyland® Adventure invites audiences to relive their fondest Disneyland memories right in their hometown, as they join the Incredibles on a fun-filled vacation to the theme park.

Produced by Feld Entertainment, this adventure features an array of favorite Disney characters, including Mickey Mouse, Minnie Mouse, Donald, Goofy, Pluto, Buzz Lightyear, Baloo, Disney Princesses Snow White and Cinderella, and the Incredibles.

In this spectacular production, the Parr family—Bob, Helen, Violet, Dash and Jack-Jack—attempt to be a “normal” family as they enjoy Disney’s most popular theme park attractions and meet famed Disney characters. In one hilarious scene after another, the Incredibles’ super powers keep popping up at inopportune times, resulting in a series of comical mishaps. But it’s no laughing matter when the maniacal Syndrome shows up to spoil the fun, and the Incredibles help save the day!

“Disney On Ice presents a Disneyland Adventure will remind audiences of all the fun and unimaginable possibilities that Disneyland offers while capturing the escapades of the Incredibles,” says Producer Kenneth Feld. “Children and adults alike will find this ice adventure both familiar and unexpected at the same time.”

Whether the Incredibles are meeting beloved Disney characters such as Mickey, Minnie and Goofy, or experiencing popular attractions like Space Mountain and “it’s a small world,” every element of the show, from the dazzling skating to the amazing lighting and vibrant costumes, was designed to capture the fun, nostalgic atmosphere of Disneyland in the early 1960s. Tasked with ensuring the show’s authenticity, each member of the creative team approached the challenge with a unique perspective.

Director Patty Vincent used her own memories and experiences to provide a landscape for the show. “I went to Disneyland for research, and I wanted to show audiences its finer details—the lamp posts, the flower pots, the pretty benches—as well as how families experience the park and interact with one another,” she notes. “Being at the park turned me into a kid again, and I wanted to give everyone in our audience that same feeling.”

Creative Director Jerry Bilik sought to capture favorite memories from the Disney parks, but added new twists by incorporating the Incredibles. “This show is designed for people of all ages,” says Bilik. “Interwoven into the parade of attractions and characters are moments of subtle humor for adults, physical comedy and interaction for children, and groovy music that the entire family will enjoy.”

Set in the early ‘60s, Disney On Ice presents a Disneyland Adventure presented an exciting opportunity for Costume Designer Scott Lane. “I was born in 1961,” says Lane, “so I drew on my childhood memories to design clothing from that time. There is actually a performer wearing a shirt like the one I used to wear when I was kid.”

In order to define the different lands of mystery and enchantment in Disneyland, Emmy® Award-winning Lighting Designer Peter Morse used his skills to create the look and feel of each park attraction. “The lighting provides the scenery for this show and lends important elements of authenticity,” says Morse. “In certain scenes, we had the freedom to do something very fun with the lights. For the Runaway Mine Train scene, we created railroad tracks on the ice, and this helps convey to the audience that they are at Big Thunder Mountain Railroad.”

Choreographer Cindy Stuart researched the most iconic Disneyland attractions in order to precisely capture the signature animatronics motion featured in the theme park. From carousing pirates to swinging monkeys, Stuart used the repetition of three sharp movements for their motion. “The animatronics within many of the Disney theme park attractions always amaze people because they are so realistic,” says Stuart. “What’s cool about the animatronics in this show is that the characters really do come to life.”

Disney On Ice presents a Disneyland Adventure brings together the talents of an acclaimed creative team and an international ensemble of world-class skaters to tell an original story that will allow audiences to relive their favorite Disneyland memories right in their hometowns.
Emmy® Award-Winning Lighting Designer Peter Morse Sets The Stage For Disney On Ice presents a Disneyland® Adventure
For Feld Entertainment’s production, Disney On Ice presents a Disneyland® Adventure, Lighting Designer Peter Morse plays an integral part in creating the mood and charm of Disneyland.

As the Parr family (super-alter egos: the Incredibles) attempts to enjoy a “normal” family vacation at the theme park, Morse uses an eclectic arrangement of color and special effects to highlight the popular Disney attractions. This creative approach helps capture the essence of each ride to recreate the Disneyland experience and evoke fond memories.

To establish the color palette that would best complement the magical locale, Morse did what he does for every ice show: he studied the script. Morse explains that this Disney On Ice installment offered a new set of challenges compared to his efforts on past shows. “For this show, there were certain scenes that relied solely on the lighting for the setting,” says Morse. “That was something very different because, in the past, we used the lighting to complement the set, not to create it.”

Morse received an Emmy® Award for Lighting Design on Better Midler’s 1997 HBO special, “Diva, Las Vegas” and three additional Emmy® nominations for his work with Barbra Streisand. In addition, he has designed lighting for films, commercials and concerts, including shows for Madonna, Tina Turner, Prince and Michael Jackson. Disney On Ice presents a Disneyland Adventure is Morse’s fifth ice production. He previously designed lighting for Disney On Ice presents Princess Classics, Disney On Ice presents Disney/Pixar’s Monster’s Inc., Disney On Ice presents Disney/Pixar’s Finding Nemo and Disney On Ice presents Princess Wishes.

In this laugh-out-loud production, Morse uses fluid transitions to transform the ice and take audiences on a whirlwind adventure through iconic Disney theme park attractions. Morse uses the impression of leaves on the ice floor to replicate the green lushness of a tropical forest for the Jungle Cruise. When the journey takes the audience to a quaint Victorian-style house, he establishes a spooky atmosphere with black lights for the ghoulish ghosts that float ominously through The Haunted Mansion. Morse then creates a dizzying effect by implementing a contrast of fluorescents and pastels for the Mad Tea Party where Alice, the Mad Hatter, and all of their friends spin and twirl in the teacups.

The ice sparkles with rich hues of brown and gold when the adventure travels to the Wild West on the Big Thunder Mountain Railroad. The train tracks appear on the ice from the lighting grid above and spin out of control as the ride takes an unexpected and shaky turn. “This was my favorite scene to light, and it is actually one of the simpler lighting concepts in the show,” Morse recalls. “It is a very basic element, but it really adds to the scene.”

To establish the right balance of bold colors and whirling special effects that are found throughout this ice spectacular, Morse used new, state-of-the-art, lighting equipment. “At 1,200 watts, these lights are considerably brighter than most, which are 500 watts. As you can imagine, the lights are really vibrant and lively,” says Morse. “We were extremely successful in creating some of the scenic images on the ice because of them.”Bottom of Form

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Costume Designer Scott Lane Outfits
Disney On Ice presents a Disneyland® Adventure with Retro Styles
 

The style of the touring production, Disney On Ice presents a Disneyland® Adventure, is a distinct nod to the early 1960’s, and Costume Designer Scott Lane was well equipped with childhood memories to help him complement the show’s Disneyland setting.
“Overall, the costumes capture the essence of the parks, from the vendors to the attractions to the guests,” says Lane. “I was able to draw from a childhood of visits to Disneyland, but as an audience member, you do not need to have been to the park to feel like you are right there. For those who are familiar with Disneyland, they will definitely feel nostalgic.”

Produced by Feld Entertainment, this new adventure featuring Disney/Pixar’s The Incredibles, reveals what happens when their normal family vacation at Disneyland turns into their next big adventure.

When the doors of Disneyland open, park guests, cast members, and vendors spill onto the ice dressed in dazzling garments reminiscent of the groovy era. From go-go boots to a coon skinned cap to A-line skirts, Lane creates a throwback style with bold colors and attention to the smallest details such as funky, wide-frame glasses and polka dots.

“I was born in 1961, so all I had to do was go back in time,” says Lane. “In the opening number, there is a performer in the show wearing an exact replica of a shirt that I used to wear when I was a kid.”

According to Lane, exotic destinations also have a place in ice fashion.  It is evident that the fabrics worn by the swashbuckling crew in The Pirates of the Caribbean come from an assortment of cultures with their varied colors, textures and prints. “Every piece worn by the pirates tells a story of where they pillaged and plundered—from South America to Europe to the Caribbean,” says Lane.

Throughout the show, Lane draws inspiration from the eclectic mix of styles found in each of Disneyland’s distinct lands. “Costumes from The Haunted Mansion are inspired from the Antebellum and Victorian era,” Lane says. To recreate the ghosts’ flowing frocks, Lane used iridescent silk and organza that glow magnificently under the black-lit scene.

Having begun his career as a singer and dancer in musical theater, Lane admits his experiences as a performer give him better insight into his costume designs. “I know how performers will move in their clothes,” Lane says. With his “keep it simple” motto, he has learned that lightweight, streamlined solutions are almost always best for a production.

Lane, however, cannot take credit for designing the super costumes of the Incredibles. Only one designer can create such fabulous super suits - Edna Mode, the designer to the Supers. Lane says he has much in common with the ultra-modern character. “When it comes to fashion and costume design, Edna and I are always right,” says Lane, laughing.

Bottom of Form
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Choreographer Cindy Stuart Brings Favorite Disneyland® Attractions      to the Ice in Disney On Ice presents a Disneyland Adventure
In Disney On Ice presents a Disneyland® Adventure, Choreographer Cindy Stuart uses a broad range of styles to add dimension and artistry to the show’s recreations of popular Disneyland attractions, allowing families to relive their favorite Disneyland memories without leaving their hometown.

Picking up where the award-winning Disney/Pixar movie The Incredibles left off, Stuart’s brilliant choreography helps recreate Disneyland as the Parr family (super alter-egos, the Incredibles) attempt to take a “normal” vacation at the magical Disney theme park – with little success. As they visit various attractions in one hilarious scene after another, their superpowers keep getting in the way.

From the animatronic-like motions of the Jungle Cruise monkeys to the graceful waltz of the ghosts in The Haunted Mansion, Stuart highlights each attraction’s signature characteristics to help audiences “virtually” experience Disneyland.
“The Disney theme park aspect excited me because each attraction has really specific visuals that translate very easily into production numbers for the ice,” she explains. “I love that the show will evoke a sense of park nostalgia in the audience.”

A veteran in the skating world, Stuart previously worked with Disney On Ice as a choreographer and a director of skating. The former Ice Follies and Holiday On Ice star choreographed for World Champion Chen Lu, two-time National Pairs Champions and three-time world medalists Jenni Meno and Todd Sand, Olympic Silver Medalist Rosalyn Sumners, and most recently, Junior World Champion Caroline Zhang.

For this Disney On Ice production, she combined her vast experience with many hours of research at the Disney theme parks. Stuart studied the actions of the park visitors and staff members, and how they interacted with each other. She also studied the many animatronic characters found in the attractions. As a result, she was able to successfully evoke both memories and mood for the ice adventure.

The show begins with rip-roaring excitement when the Disneyland gates open.  The Parr family—Bob, Helen, Violet, Dash and Jack-Jack—are captivated by the Disney magic as the cast members and other park visitors dance to a hip Motown classic, setting the tone for an energetic and entertaining production.

As the super family takes a ride on the Jungle Cruise, Stuart brings animatronic monkeys to life and soon they are swinging on vines and boogying to a groovy drum beat. To recreate the unforgettable movement of animatronics, Stuart uses the repetition of three sharp movements.

“What’s cool about the animatronics in this show is that the characters really do come to life,” Stuart recalls.

When the Parrs enter The Haunted Mansion and encounter ghoulish ghosts, Stuart complements the spooky atmosphere with ethereal, fluid motions.  The waltzing ghosts perform their memorable dance under a blacklight setting.  Once the Parrs think they are out of harm’s way, Stuart creates a heart-thumping number where the mirrored images of Mr. and Mrs. Parr come to life and mimic the real Bob and Helen around the ice.

After a jungle jam session and a ghostly waltz, the family finds themselves in a reveling romp in the Pirates of the Caribbean. Stuart captures the mischievous antics of the pirates by transforming this carousing group of swashbuckling pillagers from animatronic-like attractions to a free-skating group. The pirates then move around the ice until they lock arm-in-arm and perform a synchronized line dance that highlights Stuart’s versatility.  

When scheming Syndrome and his diabolical army make a surprise appearance to spoil everyone’s fun, the quick-thinking Incredibles save the day with their amazing superpowers. Stuart embraces these super-human characteristics as the Incredibles use their individual powers to battle Syndrome and his army. She uses bold and powerful skating techniques to exhibit Mr. Incredible’s strength, and for Dash, she incorporates quick spins and jumps into his routine to capture his blazing speed.

“Every creative endeavor starts as a blank piece of paper and it slowly morphs,” Stuart recounts. “You draw your lines, you draw your costume or you draw your production number. To see that come to life from the very beginning is the most exciting part for me.”

Stuart believes audiences experiencing this ice spectacular, Disney On Ice presents a Disneyland Adventure, will be thrilled to experience Disneyland while they watch the Incredibles save the day once again.

“Audiences should expect to see non-stop action,” Stuart explains. “They will have the chance to see all of their favorite characters from the Disney/Pixar movie The Incredibles, their favorite Disney characters, and fantastic skating. I am thrilled to be a part of it because I know people will really love this show!”
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
